Improvement of New Synthetic Brown Layer Parent Lines Using within Line Selection Method

In this research, Brown Egg Parent Lines (B22-A22) which were developed at Poultry Research Institute of Ankara were used. The purpose of this study was to improve the some characters which especially with respect to the egg production and size in the breeding stock by inline selection.

Average egg production and egg weight results for the periods 21 to 43 weeks of age in the male parent line were found in 1991, 72.4 eggs,  61.28 g,  In 1992; 97.2 eggs, 63.21 g, in 1993; 113-1 eggs, 59.3 g, in 1994; 117.6 eggs, 61.24 g. Results for the female parent line were found in 1991; 80.4 eggs, 60.42 g, in 1992; 94.7 eggs, 62.09 g, in 1993; 114.3 eggs, 59.40 g, in 1994; 123.3 eggs and 61.4 g.
