The Effect of Different Rations on Hatching Results of Brown and White Layer Parent Lines Developed in Poultry Research Institute of Ankara
The aim of this investigation is to determine the effects of two different rations on hatching results of Brown and White Layer parent lines developed in Poultry Research Institute of Ankara. One of these rations is a standard ration produced in Ankara Feed Factory. The other is manufactured by the same Factory according to the formula prepared by Poultry Research Institute.

For this purpose incubation was realized in four parts (groups). Fertility ratio did not significantly different between rations and genotypes. With respect to hatchability and incubation rate the differences was only found significant at the the P<0, 05 level for one and two group the differen​ce was not significant for all other incubation groups.  For all of the hatc​hing results no interaction between ration and genotype was found.

Finally; standard Feed may be preferable than special feed because of cheapness.
