Reaction of Imported and Local Hybrids (White and Brown Layers) to Two Diet Types

The purpose of this research is to compare the reaction of the hybrids from imported and those from native parents, to two different rations. Two native White and five native Brown egg hybrids are compared among themselves as well as with one imported each. One of the rations is specially prepared by considering the rations recommended in the prospects of the imported hybrids. The other is that normally manufactured by a factory in Ankara.

Only the age at first egg and the number of eggs in Brown egg hybrids are found to be depended the rations. The differences among the genotypes and that between the rations are found to the significant in some and in significant in other characteristics.
