Foreign Market Research on Poultry Sub-Sectors for Turkish Republics

This project was planned and conducted to show current state of poultry sector and consumption of poultry products in Turkish Republics (Azerbaijan, Turkmenistan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Uzbekistan) became independent from USSR to search exportation opportunities of poultry equipment and poultry products to these countries from Turkey. Evaluating the information obtained from Turkish International Cooperation Agency (TİKA) representatives and some other sources, it was determined that in these countries poultry sector is behind the innovations regarding henhouses, equipment and production and consumption values of poultry meat and egg are 1.3-4.0 and 2.4-6.2 kg per capita respectively and these values are too low compared to the developed countries. Poultry equipment and products are imported from Iran, Germany, USA, Russia, Netherlands and Hungary. Turkey has entered this market as well and 2003 exportation to these countries occurred at USD 3.512.038.
