Effect of Hatching Characteristics Heating Before Incubation Storied Long Period Hatchability of Incubated Eggs

This research was carried out to determine the effects of incubation before and during the storage on the hatchability, the rate of disabled chickens and death embryos at the long-term stored eggs. At the end of the research, it was observed that pre-incubation during the storage not only decreased the early embryo-deaths, but also increased hatchability during the 28-day-storage. On the other hand, it decreased just only early embryo-deaths during the 14-day-storage.
