The Effect of Embryo Development and Hatchability of Fertile Eggs Applied Different Dose and Period Formaldehyde Fumigation to Hatching Egg Obtained from Brown Egg Layer Parent Line

In this experiment, The effect of different concentration and periods of formaldehyde fumigation on remainder of egg and embryo, embryonic mortality, hatchability and chick quality of stored 7 and 14 days of hatching eggs. In conclusion, there were not determined any significant differences between groups on the remainder of egg shell and albumen and chick livability however the hatchability was decreased significantly when the fumigation concentration and period were increased (P< 0.05).
