A Research about Sub-Sectors of Poultry in Turkey Due to Relationship with European Union

According to 2000 year FAO datus 64.2000 ton broiler meat and 660.000 ton egg is produced and 10 kg broiler meat and approximately 8.6 kg egg per capita consumed and 660.000 ton egg per capita. There are some major problems regarding the marketing the part of which is left after domestic consumption because of the competition with European Union and other producer countries. This affects the production in a negative way.

In European Union total 6.413.058 tone chicken meat, 5.274.327 tone egg produced and 20.3 kg chicken meat, 12.6 kg per capita assumed. In this period which as Turkey is struggling to enter European Union, the European Union countries want to change their production system by increasing the area in the cage per animal for moving until 2012 according to animal welfare. If Turkey enters to European Union, this will bring on extra economic burden to the economy because of necessity of making changes in production system.

The producer surveys show that the most important problem is marketing and the other is very low profit margins due to high input price. Producer thinks that the problems could be solved by planning of production, dropping input cost. reducing of the asset imported soybean, maize etc. Green increasing of export refunds.
