The Development of Brown Egg Grant Parent Lines

In Poultry Research Institute of Ankara, since 1970 improvement studies have been carried out to obtain laying hybrid parents. As a result, four male (P, G1, G2, G3) and 4 female (R, Sı, S2, S3) parent lines by which auto sexing is possible day-old chicks due to Plumage colour were obtained.

According to the evaluations of combination tests among lines in 979-1982, it is aimed to improve the  P,R lines as grandfather and the G1, S1 lines as grandmother lines at grandparent level,

The study as started in 1983 in obtaining grandparent lines both additive (in grandmother lines) and no additive gene (in grandfather lines) effects are used. As selection criterion egg production, egg weight, rate of hatching eggs, egg shell colour and uniformity (homogeneity) are taken into consideration.
