The Possibilities to Using Different Egg Type Hybrids in Second Production Year

 Four different hybrid groups at10 th month production age were induced to molt with a program on feed, water and light controlling.  The molted groups were kept on production ten months again.

The data obtained on egg production, feed consumption, livability and live weight variations were compared with R.S.T. results from same hybrids,

According to the results obtained, groups at first laying year were produced more eggs than molted groups.  The Iive weight and consequently feed consumption, and also egg weight of molted groups which at second production year had been increased.

Reactions of hybrid groups to molting program, with respect to traits on observed   were been different.

Some hybrid groups at first laying year were been more beneficial than some molted groups.
