The Effect of Enzyme Supplementation Including Different Levels of Corn Distillers Dried Grains with Soluble (DDGS) on Performance and Egg Quality in Laying Hens

In this study, effect of enzyme supplementation in laying hens diets including different levels (0, 10%, 20%, 30%) of Corn Distillers Dried Grains with Soluble (DDGS) on performance, egg quality and intestinal viscosity was examined. In this experiment 32 weeks old, 480 ATAK-S laying hens were used for 14 weeks. The study was a completely randomized design with 8 dietary treatments within 6 replicates of 48 pens each 10 birds per pen. 
No significant differences among the treatments were determined for livability, final live weight, egg production, egg weight and mass, feed efficiency, intestinal viscosity, feed intake and egg quality (P>0.05). Besides DSM (Roche) color was increased significantly by dietary DDGS (P<0.05).
The results showed that 30% of the DDGS can be used in the brown egg laying hens’ diets without any negative effects on performance and egg quality. On the other hand the addition of enzyme did not have satisfied positive effects
