A Comparison of Hybrid Production Effectiveness of Male Lines Developed on The Basis of Crossbred Performances and Female Lines Developed on The Basis of Purebred Performances

In this study carried out on brown egg layer consisted of 2 male (P, G1 ) and 2 female   (R,S1 ) parent lines  on which sex identification can be done by plumage colour. The aim of this study is to improve these lines by various selection methods.

The improvement of male line was retained by considering crossbred performances of R and S1 female lines.

In female lines selection was done according to the own performances of these lines. As the result of these studies has continued since 1988. It was observed that egg production of G1 male line and egg weight of P male line to be better than others lines.

The performances were found to be better with respect to egg production in S1 female line and egg weight in R female line.
